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year of a two year literacy study with researchers from 
Brock University and results have been very promising in 
terms of better programming. Highlighting another literacy 
initiative, SSN held its fourth annual literacy conference 
in September with over 150 attendees and brought in 
highly rated speakers from across North America. We 
look forward to the 2008 conference in September. 

SSN remains an active member of the Community Infant 
and Preschool ServicesTeam that is comprised of staff from 
seven children's service agencies in Niagara. This group 
is actively working at improving service coordination for 
families that we mutually service. In addition, SSN has 
recently completed a joint partnership with local Ontario 
Early Years Centres by offering of a literacy workshop 
entitled "Parents as Literacy Supporters". These workshops 
were 6-9 weeks in length and were offered at various sites 
by staff at both the OEYCs and the Iiteracy team at Speech 
Services Niagara. 

In conjunction with the Ministry of Children and 
Youth Services, SSN has played a significant role in the 
development of outcome measures for speech language 
pathology across Ontario. A severity rating scale was 
developed initially by clinicians at Speech Services 
Niagara (and revised by the Ministry) and for the past 
three months SSN representatives have been travel Iing 
across the province with the Ministry in order to train 
Speech Language Pathologists in the province on this 
validated tool. 

A major project for the School Aged Services and 
Clinics Team (SASC) over the past year has been the 
amalgamation of the Community Projects Team into 
the SASC. The amalgamation was carried out in order 
to better coordinate all services provided to school 
aged clients. Following the successful completion of the 
amalgamation, renovations were carried out to allow all 
SASC staff and resources to be located in the same area. 
Therapists from all of the team's service areas now share 
a common office space to promote integration and better 
sharing of clinical expertise amongst staff members. Also, 
to allow for better communication and to complement 
team meetings, physiotherapists, occupational therapists 
and speech-language pathologists have begun regular 
discipline meetings to discuss evidence based practise 
and share information gained from courses. 

This year, SASC also completed a Transition to School 
Pilot Project in cooperation with the local school Boards 
and the HNHB Community Care Access Centre (CCAC). 
For children with complex therapy needs, the transition 
process from receiving pre-school services at the Centre 
to receiving therapy services through the CCAC can be 
a difficult time. The ten children selected for the pilot 
received coordinated service from NPCC therapists as 
they transitioned to school and were allowed enhanced 
visits from the HNHB CCAC to ensure that their school 
and the school staff were ready to receive the children. It 
was determined the transition process provided through 
the pilot is beneficial to the children and their families 

and the CCAC has adopted this process for children with 
complex physical needs. 

During the 2007-08, the staff of NPCC School Authority, 
in cooperation with NPCC staff, focused their attention 
on the process of admission to school programs and the 
process of transition to community schools. Through a 
review of the admission procedures and the adoption 
of a streamlined process for admission, the process is 
completed six weeks earlier than in previous years. The 
transition process continues to be refined, and with 
enhancements made to the transition portfolios provided 
to schools, and through the review of these portfolios 
with receiving schools, the transition from NPCC School 
to schools within the community is becoming more 
seamless for children and their families. 

NPCC School was also pleased to have been invited by 
the Ministry of Education to participate in the piloting of a 
new provincial Individual Education Plan template, which 
resulted in an enhanced quality of program development 
by the staff of the school and the therapists of the School 
Aged Services and Clinics. A final initiative begun late 
in the school year was the initiation of strategic planning 
regarding future directions for the school at NPCC. To 
date this planning has included staff from NPCC School 
and staff from the School Aged Services and Clinics. As 
this initiative continues into the 2008-09 school year, 
it will involve the local district school boards and the 
community at large, with the intent of creating a multi­
year strategic plan for the school. 

As in previous years, the Centre continues to rely heavily 
on the NPCC Foundation for financia I support. Over 
the past several years the Foundation has provided over 
$400,000 annually to the Centre. \ Vithout the support 
received from the Niagara communit\ through the work 
of th.e Foundation, NPCC would need to dramatically cut 
services. 

The Foundation is able to provide this level of support to 
the Centre because of its continuing success in getting 
support for NPCC from the community. The Foundation 
collaborates with dozens of community partners in its 
fundraising efforts and it is these strong partnerships and 
the contributions of hundreds of volunteers that lead 
to the Foundation being able to strongly support the 
efforts of the Centre. We thank the Foundation Board, 
its volunteers, its partners and the Niagara community at 
large for th is support. 

In summary, the Niagara Peninsula Children's Centre 
continues to provide high quality service to children 
and youth with special needs and thei r fami Iies. It has 
been the hard work of NPCC staff, Board and volunteers, 
the strong financial support from our Foundation and 
community and funding by the provincial government 
that has lead to 2007-08 being a successful and eventful 
year at the Centre.
